These items undermine the purpose of camp
and will not be allowed. Your cooperation in
working with your student to ensure this is

adhered to is appreciated.

MEDICATIONS

Please check-in prescriptions, special meds,
and over the counter meds at the table
marked “Medical Staff” when you arrive at
Highlands for check-in. All medications must
be in their original containers. For safety,
students will not carry their own medications
so please be sure not to pack them!

We discourage sending a cell phone to camp
with your student. An important purpose of
